INSTRUCTIONS

1. Unplug cart from main power.
2. Run handpiece to relieve all compressed air in system.

3. Open door located on the back of the cart using a flat head screwdriver to access the compressor and vacuum.
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4. locate main air tubing coming from compressor.
(Fig. 1). Disconnect white tubing from compressor by
pressing down on green ring with one thumb, push
tubing down into connector then lift tubing out of
connector.

5. Locate black and white wires coming from compressor | EEEEAENTTIE \ N[ -
and follow them to the terminal block.

screwdriver, loosen screw in (location 3) Black wire
and (location 4) white wire and disconnect wires from

terminal tip. (Fig. 2)

NOTE: All wires that will be disconnected are on the
left side of the terminal block.

6. Locate the three (3) locking hex head bolts on the bottom of the metal plate holding the compressor. There are
two in the front and one in the center on the left side. (Fig. 3) Remove them using a 7/16” wrench or socket and
set aside. Remove the exhaust from the solenoid and set aside. (Fig. 4)

7. Once you have removed bolts, carefully lift and slide the compressor motor with plate towards you and remove
from the chassis. You might need to rock back and forth to remove.

8. Turn compressor manifold up at a 45-degree angle to
access pressure switch and other wiring.
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9. Turn knob on pressure switch cover counter clockwise
and remove.

10.Using a Phillips screwdriver, loosen the two center
screws and disconnect the wires.
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11. Take red wires with connectors and pull out; then coil them onto the solenoid to keep them out of the way. (Fig. 8)
Using two (2) 9/16” wrenches, remove the solenoid. (Fig. 9)

12. Using the provided Teflon tape, wrap the connection
for the new solenoid.
